Data for 2001, Vol. 52, No. 3 (U.S. DHHS, CDC, NCHS) and Births: Final Data for 2001, Vol. 51, No. 2 (U.S. DHHS, CDC, NCHS).  
Census 2000 population data for the United States were obtained from the U.S. Department of Commerce, Bureau of the Census.   
Ward data for the District of Columbia might not add to the total due to unknowns.

1Total Population is the sum of six single race categories (White, Black, American Indian and Alaska Native, Asian, Native Hawaiian 
and Other Pacific Islander, and some other race) and two or more races.
